Brainstorm Instructions

Review general rules for brainstorming. 

Basic Ground Rules:

• Go for quantity of ideas; do not censor your ideas or anyone else’s

• Utilize free-association and building on previous ideas

• Record ideas as stated; do not edit—only clarify, if necessary

• Do not discuss or debate the merit of individual ideas

10 minute time limit

Generate ideas with the group until time is up.

Begin idea generation by going around the group, allowing one idea per person. Participants may pass if they do not have an idea.

Review and refine ideas

Discard any ideas that are virtually identical and come to consensus around a few ideas for further discussion and follow-up.

Instructions:

During brainstorming, it is important not to censor yourself. Practice this “freewheeling” attitude by selecting a current problem or challenge in your job and brainstorming potential causes and/or solutions.
